[bookmark: _GoBack]The CDC is responding to an outbreak of respiratory disease caused by a novel (new) coronavirus that was first detected in Wuhan City, Hubei Province, China and has now been detected in at least 50 locations internationally, including cases in the United States. The virus has been named “SARS-CoV-2” and the disease it causes has been named “coronavirus disease 2019” (abbreviated “COVID-19”).  On January 30, 2020, the International Health Regulations Emergency Committee of the World Health Organization declared the outbreak a “public health emergency of international concern” (PHEIC).  On January 31, 2020, Health and Human Services Secretary Alex M. Azar II declared a public health emergency (PHE) for the United States to aid the nation’s healthcare community in responding to COVID-19.

This is a serious disease that has the potential to negatively impact the citizens of Pennsylvania, including members of our Wing and their families.  COVID-19 is a communicable disease that is present in the U.S. and has the potential to negatively impact the personnel, overall readiness, and combat effectiveness of the 145 AW.  Mission Assurance is a top priority for the Wing in order to maintain our readiness and support both the state and federal missions.  Although no cases of COVID-19 have been reported in the state of Pennsylvania, new cases are predicted to emerge around the country and Pennsylvania cannot be considered immune from the consequences of this disease.  

Our priorities must be to protect the health of our forces while conducting Mission Assurance through maintaining Readiness, Resiliency and sustaining Combat Power for the nation. The following guidance will be implemented prior to, and during upcoming RSD periods to ensure the 145 AW is, and will always be, ready to perform our missions:

145 AW Commander’s Critical Incident Reporting (CCIRs)
·  Any 145 AW member who tests positive for COVID-19
·  Any 145 AW family member who tests positive for COVID-19
·  Any 145 AW member who has traveled CONUS to an affected area of the U.S.
·  Any 145 AW member who has traveled OCONUS during the last 60 days
·  Any death of a 145 AW member from COVID-19

145 AW Commander’s Priorities
·  Mission Assurance through sustaining Readiness, Resiliency and Combat Power
·  Protect the Health of our Forces

Reporting COVID-19 illness or any flu-like symptoms/illness

1. If a 145 AW member (to include service members, T5, T32 technicians, state employees, and assigned contractors) reports positive test for COVID-19 – DO NOT HAVE THAT MEMBER REPORT TO THE BASE
1. Member must immediately report the positive test to his/her supervisor. Recommend this is completed via phone or e-mail.
1. Supervisor will notify the following individuals, via e-mail with the member’s name, telephone number where they can be reached, home e-mail address and any additional, pertinent information:

1. Member will comply with FRAGORD 01 to OPORD 20-035: complete a 14-day quarantine, be symptom free for 72 hours, receive a second test for COVID, submit medical provider’s recommendation for additional isolation days/date of next test to 145 MDG, submit medical provider’s clean bill of health to 145 MDG before returning to work.

1. If a 145 AW immediate family member reports positive test for COVID-19 – THE SERVICE MEMBER SHOULD NOT REPORT TO BASE
1.  Member must immediately report the family member’s positive test to his/her supervisor. Recommend this completed via phone or e-mail.
1.  Supervisor will notify the following via e-mail:

1. 145 AW Public Health office will begin disease surveillance and tracking procedures.

1. If a 145 AW member (to include service members, T5, T32 technicians, state employees, and assigned contractors) reports flu-like symptoms and/or illness while on base.
1.  Member must immediately report symptoms to his/her supervisor. 
1.  Recommend sending member home until illness is resolved. 
1. Supervisor will notify the following via e-mail:

1. If a 145 AW member (to include service members, T5, T32 technicians, state employees, and assigned contractors) returning from deployments (CONUS and/or OCONUS)
1. Member must process through 145 MDG (Public Health office, bldg. 300) IAW returning deployment procedures
1. Report location of countries traveled to, and through.
1. If experiencing any flu-like symptoms or illness immediately report it to his/her supervisor
1. Supervisor will then notify the following:

1. Force Health Protection (FHP) Measures
1. Information and frequently asked questions regarding the COVID-19 virus can be found on the CDC website https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-ncov/index.html
1. Become familiar with the signs and symptoms of COVID-19
1. Avoid close contact with persons who are sick
1. Inform persons who are sick to remain home and contact their primary care doctor
1. If you are sick, report your conditions to your supervisor
1. Wash hands regularly for at least 20 seconds with soap and warm water
1. Use alcohol-based hand sanitizer (with alcohol ingredient greater than 60%) – Hand sanitizer will be available in the DFAC
1. Wear a mask (N95 or similar) if you have flu-like symptoms (cough, sneezing, runny nose, aches, fever)
1. Avoid touching your face, eyes and mouth
1. Clean work and home areas regularly with disinfecting products
1. Refrain from traveling to affected locations in the U.S. and abroad, unless necessary
1. Report any known COVID-19 cases to your chain of command as soon as possible 
1. Recommend update and ensure names and number of their medical providers or primary care physician are accessible in your or at your residences
1. Keep up with health alerts from NCDHHS, and local media
